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Abstract:


It has been found in a handful of studies that chronic exposures to ambient air pollution are associated with mortality from cardiovascular diseases and lung cancer. Many of the cohort studies have made use of between-city variations in air pollution but there is some evidence that intra-urban exposures are important and can show associations with important health events. In this seminar, I present briefly a summary of the data showing associations with mortality from cardiovascular causes and lung cancer. I then show the methods that we use in Montreal to estimate small-scale variability in nitrogen dioxide and benzene and how we will apply these estimates to a series of case-control studies on breast cancer, childhood leukemia, lung cancer, prostate cancer that  have been carried out in the city.
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
